The Symposium brought state legislators, Health
Department officials, and local Orthopaedic Surgeons
together to discuss the challenges and work together to
find solutions. The Symposium represented a giant step
forward towards growing POS's credibility and
significance among Pennsylvania's Legislature as well as
physicians across the Commonwealth.

2018 Spring Meeting Practical Sports Medicine - Charleston, SC

The POS Spring Meeting, Practical Sports Medicine, was a great discussion of current
topics in Sports Medicine with over 50 orthopaedic surgeons across the state of PA in
Charleston. There were seven resident research presentations which garnered great
discussion with John Jennings, MD, from Temple University winning the best paper
award for his research, Orthopaedic Surgery Resident Financial Literacy: An Assessment
of Knowledge in Debt, Investment, and Retirement Savings.

DO, from Philadelphia College of Osteopathic
Medicine (PCOM), and Jim McKenzie, MD, from
Thomas Jefferson University. Important federal policy
issues including the promotion of E-prescribing of
Opioids in Pennsylvania to help combat the Opioid
Epidemic, the Good Samaritan Act, and Regulatory
Relief for Coordinated Care were discussed.

Opioid E-Prescribing Workers’ Comp
